Last month, self-published author
Roger Richmond logged into his Bookbugg
account to see whether he had finally sold
any copies of his novels Down With All and
Down With All 2 on the self-publishing site.
It was then that he noticed another book

bearing his name: Down With All 3.

Having never authored any such book,
Richmond was baffled. He was even more
shocked when he noticed the book’s price
tag: $23,000. Richmond knew that no one
was likely to fork out such an enormous
amount of money for the fake book. Even

so, he reported the matter to Bookbugg,
which immediately removed the title from
its website.

So how did this strange book appear on
the website in the first place?

with a pilot program that would partially privatize garbage collection. 39-40

The city will begin seeking proposals from companies to take over
collection of trash in 25% of city neighborhoods. The city hopes to
select a contractor this fall and begin privatized garbage pickup early
next year. The collection of recycling will be unaffected. The program
will explore whether privatizing trash collection results in savings to
taxpayers. All council members with the exception of Councilor Edward
Morrison were in favor. Morrison stated that even if a private company
can perform the service more cheaply, the move will cost unionized city
workers their jobs.

Class, today we'll be discussing the history of the ejection seat. Before
the development of the jet aircraft, there was little need for an ejection
seat, which launches a pilot out of a plane during an emergency. In the
1920s and 30s, pilots could jump out of their planes with relative ease.
However, this exit method became impossible as aircraft increased
in speed. Even if pilots were able to escape, many of them would
be knocked unconscious by the plane or severely injured from the
windblast.

During the 1940s, the Germans developed the first ejection seats and
placed them in their jet fighters. In 1942, when one of their test pilots
lost control of his plane, he became the first person to escape using an
ejection seat. Eventually, ejection seats came into wide use. By 1944, the
British began witnessing German pilots ejecting from their aircraft. After
several tragic fatalities, such as the death of jet test pilot Douglas Davies
in 1943, the British recognized the need for ejection seats and started
developing their own versions. These early seats were not very effective,
but over the years, they underwent improvements and are now fairly
reliable.
